Ben and his wife Abby, a
fellow Plano Senior High School Graduate and former Plano
ISD teacher at Brinker Elementary School, are the proud
parents of Lainey Cathryn, who was born in April of 2008.
They are active members of Christ United Methodist
Church.

City Council Place 4 is held by Sally Magnuson, who is
term limited. Lissa Smith is running unopposed for this
seat. Lissa has been a member of the Plano Chamber of
Commerce advisory board and public policy committee. She
was the vice-president on the board of directors for Hope’s
Door, an organization that provides direct intervention and
prevention services to families affected by domestic abuse.
Smith was also the president of Conner Harrington
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Republican Women and a board of directors member for the
Junior League of Plano.

Lissa Smith was named one of the “21 Leaders for the 21st
Century” by Inside Collin County Business. In addition to
her numerous civic activities in the community, she
currently serves as district director to State Senator Florence
Shapiro. Lissa and her husband of 27 years have two teenage
children, Blake and Alexis.

City Council Place 6 is the Mayor’s seat. Mayor Pat Evans
is term limited. Phil Dyer and David Fincannon are vying
for this seat. VOAAA endorses Phil Dyer. Beginning in
1984, Phil Dyer has been involved with many different
community groups including the horizon committee from
1984-1986, during which time the first comprehensive plan
for the city was created. He also served on the parks and
recreation board from 1986-1992 and in 1998 he was
selected as Plano’s citizen of the year. Phil served on the
planning and zoning commission from 1995-1999. From
1999-2005, Phil Dyer was a Plano City Councilman.

Phil Dyer has held leadership roles as chairman of the board
of the Plano Chamber of Commerce, chairman of the board
of Hope’s Door Women’s Shelter, chairman of the board of
the American Red Cross of Collin County, chairman of the
board of Medical Center of Plano and chairman of the board
of Plano Community Home. Recently, Phil was the
chairman of the PISD 2008 Bond Committee.

Phil Dyer is currently the president and a director of Legacy
Texas Bank. His wife of 30 years, Margaret, is a teacher at
Hickey Elementary School in PISD. They have two adult
sons, Graham and Adam.

Lee Dunlap is the incumbent running for re-election to City
Council Place 8. He is meeting challengers Greg Myer and
Imran Khan. VOAAA endorses Lee Dunlap. Lee serves on
the Regional Transportation Council for the North Central
Texas Council of Governments, working to ensure regional
mobility and funding for Plano’s rail, trail and road
transportation systems. Lee is liaison to the Parks Board,
Building Standards Commission, Board of Adjustments,
Heritage Commission, Library Advisory Board and Self
Sufficiency Committee. Lee has also been involved with the
Plano Chamber of Commerce Community Education
Committee, where he was chairman, and he served on the
Chamber's Government Relations Committee.

Lee Dunlap is owner of D. Lee Dunlap Associates, Inc., a
Plano-based architectural firm. Lee is a graduate of
Leadership Plano and the Citizens Police Academy. Lee
and his wife, Pam, have lived in Plano for 17 years.

Melody Timinsky, the current School Board Trustee for
Place 6, is not running for re-election. Of the four
candidates vying for this position, VOAAA endorses Nathan
Barbara. Nathan is an attorney at Vaughan, Ramsey,
Barbera & Walvoord, LLP. Nathan grew up in Plano and
attended PISD schools. He believes PISD is the best school
district in the state. His experience on two bond committees
will enable him to make an informed decision regarding the
budget problems facing the district. Having done his
homework, Nathan has realistic expectations about the
responsibilities of the Board and the problems that the
district is likely to encounter in the next several years.

Incumbent Missy Bender is being opposed by Robert
Canright in PISD Place 7. VOAAA endorses Missy Bender.
Missy Bender was elected in May, 2006, and is completing
her first term on the school board. Missy grew up in Plano
and attended Plano schools from elementary through senior
high school. She was a member of the first Plano East
Senior High graduating class in 1983. When Missy
graduated cum laude from Southern Methodist University in
1987, she became a first generation college graduate. Missy
has served on Plano ISD's District Based Improvement
Committee and on the School Based Improvement
Committee at Daffron Elementary. She is a Plano ISD Key
Communicator, member of the PISD Head Start Task Force
and second vice president of PTA membership at Daffron.
She is a graduate of the Leadership Plano Class 23 and is a
member of the board of directors and vice president of
communications management for the Junior League of
Plano.

Locke, Chu, and Shinseki Take Prominent
Roles in Obama Administration

Asian Americans have been selected for three high profile
offices in the Obama administration. Steven Chu is the new
Energy Secretary. He was awarded the 1997 Nobel Prize in
Physics. Born in St. Louis, Missouri, the 60 year old Chu
earned his undergraduate degree at the University of
Rochester and his PhD at Berkeley. He joined Bell Labs in
1978 and eventually headed up the Quantum Electronics
Research Department. After nine years at Bell Labs, Steven
Chu accepted a position at Stanford. 21 years later, Chu was
recruited back to Berkely as a professor and director of
Lawrence Berkley National Laboratory.

Steven Chu’s father came to the US in 1943, where he
attended MIT in Chemical Engineering and earned a Ph.D.
His mother earned her degree in Economics. Chu’s
grandfather attended graduate school at Cornell University
in Civil Engineering. According to Chu, virtually all his
aunts and uncles had Ph.D.’s in science or engineering.
Steven Chu’s wife, Jean, earned her degree in Physics from
Oxford University.

Shinseki is noted for his disagreements with Defense
Secretary Donald Rumsfeld and Deputy Secretary of
Defense Paul Wolfowitz.

’08 Property Taxes Flat for Plano Homes

In 2008, the City of Plano saw its assessed tax roll increase
5.4 percent while the assessed tax value for Collin County
rose by 4.3 percent.

The average single family home in Plano was valued at
$251,706 in 2008. This value is down 0.7 percent from
$253,380 in 2007. The rising tax rolls in the city was due to
an increase in commercial property value.

The valuation of your land and improvements (structure) is
determined by the Collin County Central Appraisal District.
In fact, information for each house is public information and
can be accessed at http://www.collincad.org.

Taxing authorities, also known as taxing units, can each set
a tax rate to charge against the assessed property value. For
people in Plano, there are four taxing authorities: Collin
County, Plano City, Collin County Community College
District, and Plano ISD. The total tax owed on a house is
the sum of all the taxes charged by all four taxing
authorities.

If, on January 1 of the tax year, you have lived in your house
as a primary residence for over a year then you qualify for
the Homestead Exemption. The Homestead Exemption
allows each taxing authority to lower the assessed value of
your house by a certain dollar amount before applying the
tax rate. Each taxing authority offers a different dollar
amount for the exemption. The state mandates the School
District exemption to be $15,000. The City of Plano allows
a 20 percent homestead exemption. Collin County offers a
$5,000 exemption on homes less than $100,000. For homes
over $100,000, Collin County offers a five percent
exemption. The remaining taxing authority, Collin County
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Community College District, offers no homestead
exemption.

As seen in the above table, a Plano homeowner paid $11.67
more in 2008 after taking into account the changing assessed
value of the average house and the Homestead Exemption.
Of course, the tax you paid was different and depended on
your home’s assessed valuation.

If you’re in search of a unique AND authentic Japanese
restaurant in Plano, look no further. Many people may have
noticed that North Dallas has been inundated with a slew of
Japanese restaurants in the past few years, but few have the
rare combination of authentic Japanese cuisine, excellent
service, and warm ambiance.

Don’t let the location fool you. Located on the back side of
Ruisseau Village, the restaurant sits close to the Bavarian

Grill and just next to the Greek Isles Tavern. It is not visible
from 75 or Parker Road. Inside, the place is nicely
decorated with an array of Japanese wall coverings,
figurines, and paintings.

Nakamoto is the perfect place to bring out of town business
clients. The restaurant has two traditional tatami rooms,
where diners sit cross legged on cushions for a very
authentic dining experience. A full bar awaits good times
and the wait staff is friendly and attentive.

Rather than offering bento boxes on the dinner menu,
Nakamoto offers a wide selection of fresh sushi and sashimi,
ramen and udon soups, and Japanese entrees. Two chefs
work at the sushi bar, which line one wall. Sushi
preparation is visible to all the patrons in the restaurant. For
a ringside view, patrons can request to be seated at the sushi
bar.

For appetizers, try the Tako salad. Tako is a light cold
appetizer built on shredded cucumber with cooked shrimp,
octopus, and clams. This had a zesty, clean flavor that had a
nice balance of slightly sweet and slightly sour.

The Agedashi tofu is a familiar dish made from lightly fried
silken tofu cubes placed in a tentsuyu sauce (a type of soy
sauce) and topped with fried onions. This is widely popular
and has  broad
appeal.

For a taste of the
Southwest, try the
Yellow fin Tuna
with jalapenos.
Small  slices  of
Yellow  fin  are
artfully arranged in a
five point spoke.
Each slice is topped
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with a carefully cut piece of jalapeno, which yields a
pleasant culinary surprise to normal tuna sushi.

Nakamoto’s Kawari-age is a real treat. Kawari-age starts
with a few slices of fresh crispy scallions around which are
wrapped a thin sheet of white fish sandwiched by seaweed.
This entire sushi-sized cylinder is wrapped by a thin layer of
tofu and deep fried quickly. A small drop of caviar is placed
on top of each piece. When the Kawari-age arrives at the
table, the outer layer of seaweed pressed whitefish is warm.
The inner layer of scallions is crisp. Pop one in your mouth
and you will realize that it is unlike anything you’ve eaten
before.

Onward to entrees, we tried a hot Soba Noodle soup with a
side order of Tempura. The tempura was nice and crisp.
When you dip it into the tempura sauce while it’s nice and
hot the pleasant crunchy texture is sure to tickle your
taste buds. The soup was seasoned well. It was a light broth
that was not at all greasy or overwhelming. It paired well
with the buckwheat soba noodles.

We also tried grilled sea bass with miso sauce. Many
restaurants undercook or overcook sea bass. However,
Nakamoto’s version was perfect the night we were there.
Tender morsels of the white fish melted in our mouths.

Our last two entrees were sushi. One entrée was spicy tuna
sushi. It was well pre and tasty. The spicy sauce added

the slightest hint of a “kick.” The last entrée was the sushi
and sashimi platter. In the platter, the sushi was California
rolls. The sashimi was comprised of thinly sliced layers of
very fresh fish including salmon and yellow fin. The
presentation was simply divine. . .art.

Whether you go to Nakamoto for a business repast or for a
special meal with family and friends, you will not be
disappointed.  Though there are other good Japanese
restaurants in Plano, we proclaim Nakamoto to be the
premier authentic Japanese restaurant in the area.

Plano Kids Excel in USA Table Tennis

In December 2008, a group of Plano kids went through
some very heavy ping-pong training. Their parents also
were very busy packing their luggage for a very important
trip — The 2008 USATT National tournament in Las VVegas.

USATT (USA Table Tennis) is the highest government
organization for the table tennis sport in USA. It sets up the
sport rules for the entire USA,; it also selects and trains the
USA Olympic team and the cadet team for young players.
For a table tennis player to win the USATT National
tournament title is just like a professional football player
winning a Super Bowl championship ring. It represents the
most honorable and prestigious trophy you can get in the
US.

Most Plano residents probably don’t know Plano is already a
capital for young table tennis players. We sent 15 Plano kids
to the 2008 USATT National tournament in Las Vegas, the
highest number of participants of any city in the US.

For the table tennis tournament, most competition events are
set up by the skill rating level, not by the age group. So, it is
not unusual for a 10 year old, 80 pound kid to play against a
200 pound adult in the USATT tournament. Although the
adult player has numerous advantages over a child, such as
more tournament experience, more strength to do a power
smash and larger body mass to cover more table space, our
Plano kids played fearlessly and excelled.

Tom Feng (11 years old) won the first place title in U2300
(under 2300 rating point event) and U2200. Tom appears to
be a very cute boy with a smiling face, but when he plays
ping-pong, he can beat his opponent mercilessly. Andrew
Chen (12 years old), won the second place title in the under
13 year old event. He hopes to join the national cadet team
next year.

Also from Plano, Max Bu (10 years old) won the first place
title in U1400 event. There were 90 players registered in
this group, but Max was the only one who won all
elimination games to the top. Kareem Mousee, 10 years old
from Coppell, was the champion of the unrated event.

Eddie Young (10 years old) won the third place title in the
under 11 years old event. Joy Li (9 years old) won the third
place in the girls” under 10 year old event.

It is not a coincidence that residents of Plano and the entire
North Texas region have become so excited about table
tennis. There are several reasons for so many enthusiasts:
1) the high percentage of Asian residents in the area; 2) well
organized ping-pong clubs, such as the Plano Table Tennis
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Club with over 400 members and now the largest ping-pong
club in Texas; and 3) support from the City of Plano, who
provided space and equipment for ping pong practice in the
community recreation centers.

History of Paper Folding

There are many schools of thoughts on
how paper folding was invented and
evolved. Just like other great mysteries
of humanity, nobody really knows. The
following origami facts  were
summarized from various sources.

Chinese Invented Paper (and Paper
Folding?)

Historians believe that in 105 A.D
(eastern Han Dynasty), Cai Lun (Tsai Lun) invented paper.
Some people believe that paper folding started in China
shortly thereafter.
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Japanese Evolved Paper Folding into an Art

After paper making was introduced to Japan in the 6"
century, the Japanese developed paper folding into an art
form. The oldest written instructions discovered on paper
folding were published in 1797. Many elegant traditional
models were created. Paper folding became widely known
as Origami (in Japanese: ori=to fold + gami=paper).

Early Paper Folding in the West

Paper making was introduced to the Arabic world in the 8th
century. The Arabs were Muslims and their religion forbade
the creation of representational figures. The Arabs used
paper folding to create geometric shapes.

Arabs brought paper to Spain in the 12th century. The
Spanish went beyond geometric designs and developed
some early models. Paper folding, papiroflexia, is still
popular in Spain and Argentina. Pajarita, or little bird, is a
Spanish traditional model.

Modern Paper Folding

Most modern paper folders credit Yoshizawa
Akira for modern creative paper folding.
Yoshizawa started publishing instructions for Pajarita
new designs in the early 1950s.

Exhibitions of his work, both in Japan and around the world,
introduced origami to many people. The exhibitions led to
the formation of various origami associations including the
Origami Center of America (now OrigamiUSA) and the
British Origami Society (BOS).

One uncut rectangle (each) of Wyndstone ‘Marble' paper. These are action figures: each plays his
instrument when you pull on him.

Today, paper folding is enjoyed by professional artists and
hobbyists worldwide. There are many different styles of
paper folding. Modern designs can be simple and elegant
like traditional ones, or they can be extremely complex. For
example, Robert Lang created a pianist playing a grand
piano all with one piece of uncut paper. Some people have
developed modular designs, especially for geometric shapes.

Thousand Cranes ( *Zo) is a group of one
thousand origami paper cranes held together by
strings.

An ancient Japanese legend promises that
anyone who folds a 1,000 origami cranes will be
granted a wish by a crane, such as long life or
recovery from illness or injury. The crane in
Japan is one of the mystical or holy beasts
(others include the dragon and tortoise) and is
said to live for a thousand years.
